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L.D. 1833 revisited -
The Maine House 94-0 and Senate 24-0 approved this L.D. and was signed into law by Governor King on April 8, 1996. With (EMERGENCY) attached to it, it became law upon the Governor’s signature.


The legislation that was introduced by former senator Hanley was flawed, “all,” meaning everyone that went rafting with the Club had to be on the list submitted to the Warden Service. Then, Representative Winsor successfully introduced an L.D. that amended L.D. 1833 in 1999 so only the names of voting (dues paying) members had to be on the list.

Rules and Regulations – 2000

Club Guides met and worked out rules and regulations for safety with the Maine Warden Service. Though the State of Maine has not formally adopted these rules and regulations, the Club, in good faith, has followed them.

Club Dues – Club dues are raised from $25 to $30 effective 2006 as voted at 2005 Annual Meeting.

First Aid w/ CPR + AED – first aid training is now a Club expense. All club guides, future club guides, trip leaders, and any club members are encouraged to take advantage of this group training and certification opportunity at 8 AM on April 9th, 2006. Lead EMT instructor is Patrica Hess. There is space available for non-club members and they are welcome to attend, fee is $30 per non-club member.

Guide Training – Saturday July 1st through Sunday July 9th. 7 days of on the water training is required. The goals are to expand your river knowledge, organizational skills, knowledge and care of equipment, “what if” situations, trip planning, the laws that govern the club, club by-laws…etc. Contact Bob Schott 207-557-4150 if you intend to train. Other club guides will be assisting Bob as needed and for different perspectives of guiding.
Club President – President Thom Townsend of Natick, MA, stepped down in 2005. V.P. Kim Hamlyn of Wells, ME has been acting President since that time. By-laws require that the club nominate and elect a person for the remainder of the term. If Kim is nominated and elected President, then the office of VP will also have to be addressed.

Club Schedule + Annual Meeting – Remember, Remember, Remember this is the meeting where only those present discuss and determine the club agenda for the season. If you lead a rec group, a scout group, or just a group of close friends + relatives, this is your opportunity to reserve your special date(s).

Trip Leaders – each trip is organized by a trip leader for the day, not necessarily a club guide. Look to the trip leader to plan all the dry land work and the Club Guides to captain each raft.

New Equipment/Replacement of Equipment – 5 PFD’s, 4 throw ropes, 4 paddles raft fabric and glue, 20 whistles, 12 helmets, and 2 rescue pulleys, as voted at Fall Meeting came to $1206.85.
